 After emptying and rinsing a food can, 
place the lid inside the can to avoid cuts 
from the sharp edges 

 

NOTE: All items not accepted at recycling 

centers can be taken to the landfill.  Some 
items may be recyclable at other locations.

  Store bought garbage bags

TIPS  

 Look at the bottom of  containers to 
find out what type of  plastic it is 

 The number will always be found in-
side the universal logo for recycling, 
like in  this picture 

 If  you can’t find a number, don’t put it 
in a recycling bin 

 The color of  the plastic doesn’t matter, 
only the number 

 Plastic bottle caps can be placed back 
on bottles to keep pests out 

YES! PLEASE RECYCLE… 

 All colors of  glass bottle and jars 

 Metal caps and tops

 Mirrors or plate glass 

 Scrap metal 

 Car parts 

 Wire fencing
